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Objectives:  

     As one of the measures to realize the collective security system of the United Nations, economic sanctions were provided in Charter of the United Nations and designed to play an important role for the maintenance of international peace and security.  And from the start, the United Nations economic sanctions have presented legal questions on various aspects, such as, 1) the competence of the General Assembly to impose economic sanctions due to the Security Council inactiveness (e.g. sanctions against Spain under Franco regime and South Africa), 2) the definition of “threat to the peace” of the Security Council to determine upon sanctions imposition (e.g. sanctions against Southern Rhodesia), 3) human rights questions caused by the humanitarian consequences of total trade and other types of embargoes (e.g. sanctions against Iraq and Haiti), and 4) violation of human rights claimed by “targeted” individuals and entities of sanctions and creation of remedy system in order to ensure the due process of delisting procedure (e.g. sanctions against Al-Qaeda).  

     My research attempts to overview the legal questions presented regarding the United Nations economic sanctions by analyzing and discussing them from diversified points of legal view (such as, public and private international law) of different actors engaging the UN economic sanctions (such as, the UN, member states, entities, corporations, and individuals).  And with such analyses and problem institutions, I would like to propose the perspective for theorization and policy-making on the United Nations economic sanctions for the future, in order to make the grand design and idea of the United Nations regarding the maintenance of peace and security work better and more effectively.

Research Plan:  

     Through the courtesy of Ralph Bunche Institute, I would like to proceed with the research proposed by the following methods:

1) Consultation and discussion through and with the related literature and documents, faculty members and other visiting faculty members, including attending lectures or classes permitted.

2) Consultation and discussion through and with the documents and officials of the United Nations and representatives, including participation to the related research or study seminars, utilizing the location to be placed near the United Nations Headquarters and other international organizations related.

3) By utilizing the opportunities for research presentations and publications, deepening or revising the original ideas with comments and proposals from researchers and practitioners of interests.
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
