	a) The “Successor Generation” Program targets students from elementary to   graduate    

    school. The Washington , D.C. Centenary Planning Committee is collaborating with    

    the Phelps-Stokes Fund and the Washington, DC Public School System  to develop  

    the project that will be tested locally and will then be available nationally.  The  

    Committee welcomes observers from other regions while developing the program.  

    A series of curricula and workshop materials are being developed that aim to  

    introduce students of all ages to the Bunche legacy. From books and materials for 

    children  (books need to be affordable and available) to a World Peace Studies 

    Curriculum for college students, the “Successor Generation” Program is to reach  

    students in the nation’s inner cities and at Historical Black Colleges and 

    Universities. Greaves’ 1/2 hour modules will be available with the teaching material 

     that will include a student handbook, and a teacher’s package. The “Successor 

    Generation” Program will also target student leaders with a special one-week 

    session at the Student Leadership Institute which is held annually at Bowie State 

    University, Maryland. Next year the Student Leadership Institute program will be 

    mostly dedicated to Bunche.

	c) The Young Ambassador Training Career Program  is being developed by the   

    Washington group. .This will be a 4 weeks program for high school students that   

    will go on various trips. The program will teach them what Bunche accomplished,   

    and will put them in the role to think contemporary issues. Those students will  

    become Bunche scholars. For the centenary year, 25 students, together with their  

    teachers, will be present in Washington for all the celebrative events.

	d) UNA-USA has dedicated the 2003 National High School Essay contest to Ralph

    conferences on Bunche, workshops and other

	e) An example of what it might be done is the joint symposium on the life of Ralph 

   Bunche to be held at Seton Hall next Fall. The symposium is organized by UNA-

   USA and the School of Diplomacy and International Relations at Seton Hall

	f) Create programs that link diverse groups, 

    districts, and schools. An example could be 

    Summer Institute for students and parents, and 

    multi media context essay with video, etc.
	f) The Detroit Centenary Committee is trying to develop a Summer Institute that will   

    bring together students and parents from all different districts.

    Outreach Program, Channel Thirteen, is holding once a year (next year on March  

    17) a full day of discussion and dialogue with students. Ralph Bunche could be one 

    of the topics.
